- Available to:  Juniors and Seniors
- Length:  5-9months	    
- Dates of internship:  Varies based on sports/activity season
- Staff leader:  Ryan Massey / Adult mentor:  Varies
- Application Deadline:  December 19, 2010

- Purpose of Internship:  To send an Impact “student missionary” to reach a group of students in high school 
  with the gospel of Jesus.  This can be done by reaching out to a friend group, a sports team, or any group with a 
  common interest.  This process includes an adult mentor, and can be done with another Impact intern.  

Student goals of internship:  By the end of this internship, a student should be able to:
- fast and pray for God’s move in others, demonstrating an understanding of God’s role in changing people.
- lovingly share the gospel, and his or her testimony with others through word and action in with sensitivity to 
  the culture of those being reached.
- lead a God-centered discussion with others.
- demonstrate an understanding of how to depend and reflect Jesus to the world through prayer, meditation, 
  discipleship, and moving (see impact training).

Requirements to complete this internship
Time requirements:   
- Time to lead group, once it starts (could be ½ hour to 1 hour per week)
- Time to meet/talk/be accountable to your adult mentor (1/2 to 1 hr / week)
- The rest of your ministry here should come out of your life, as you pray, meditate on scripture, disciple 
  students (by loving on them, praying for them, and lovingly sharing the truth) and move (asking God, “where 
  to next?” and helping them get connected to Jesus and His church, and not dependent on you)
	
Task requirements:		
- Complete the Impact Group Launch form as you prayerfully think through to whom and how you’re reaching out.
- Look for and take opportunities to pray directly with each student, at least one time each
- Share testimony or the gospel with each person in the group you’re trying to reach (could be to everyone   
  at once, if in group)
- Fast and pray 8 different days (about once a month) for the students you are reaching during the internship
- Lead discussion for your students at least 3 times (varies, depending on how confident you and mentor feel 
  about you leading; mentor can lead at other times)
- Invite your students to come to Southbrook with you

Training Requirements:
- Attend intern training event and night of prayer on December 2
- Complete impact training
- epic Advance the 2nd Sunday of each month 

Mentorship and Spiritual Growth Requirements:
- Complete 1 spiritual growth track per semester of the internship. Recommended: (1) Walking with God; (2) Reach the World 1 or 2; (3) Defending your faith 1 or 2.

Reflection element to complete:  
- Exit interview with staff member.


Application Process:

	2.  Possibly interview with a staff member.
	3.  Fill out a yellow “volunteer enrollment” epic and Harvestland form.
	4.  Agree to the student leader contract.
